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GOLD

          How good a miner would you be?

Let’s try mining on a micro scale!  Imaging that the ‘Dollar Sweets’ are gold nuggets, and that the small lollies are gravel and rocks.  Can you devise a machine that can separate the two.  Just like the miners of the 1850s, you don’t have much money so you must try to use whatever materials you can find.

Task:
Design and make a machine that can separate the gold from the gravel and rocks.

Steps:


1. Draw a sketch of your potential design


2. Using the available materials, make a model of your design


   (NOTE: - remember it must be the right size to separate the nuts and sweets).

3. Test your model


     - If the model does not work at all, try changing your model slightly


4. Draw a diagram of your model showing a cross-section (so we can see what’s inside) and write a procedure on how to used it.

Possible Equipment: Cardboard, used cardboard packaging and containers, string, glue or tape.
